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First announcement

The Budapest Research Reactor is regularly organising international meetings in order to promote the national and Central European regional user activity at the Budapest Neutron Centre (BNC) and to contribute in specific topics to instrument development around this reactor neutron source. This year, in collaboration with the EU Cool Neutron Project, a school and workshop will be held with special emphasis on single crystal spectroscopy.

Scope
The workshop will focus on new scientific opportunities opened up through the development of new techniques in neutron single crystal spectroscopy. The target audience is young researchers (PhD students and post-docs) who are scientifically active in this area. The programme foresees a number of plenary lectures presented by invited speakers who are acknowledged experts in their field. Recent achievements in some key scientific areas, such as the magnetic response in low-dimen​sion​al model systems, high temperature superconductors and members of the manganite family will be reviewed.

Programme

The programme will present the latest developments in measuring techniques, in particular the advances made by the use of chopper spectrometers at pulsed sources and by the use of multi-analyser arrays and two-dimensional position sensitive detectors at reactor based triple axis spectrometers. New instrument and instrument component developments and progress with software tools will also be presented and discussed.

The workshop will also provide a forum for the young scientists to present their own research, either through selected contributed talks or in an extensive poster session. Ample time will be made available for informal discussions, especially around the poster session. 

The programme structure is planned as follows: The workshop will be started in Budapest at BNC site by visiting the Budapest Research Reactor (cold neutron source, neutron guide hall, spectrometers etc.). The scientific presentations – lectures, contributed talks and posters – will run at the workshop site (Balaton), in half day sessions on Friday morning and afternoon, then Saturday and Sunday morning (excursion on Saturday afternoon and departure after lunch on Sunday).

Registration: The registration fee is 100 EUR and covers all local costs (accommodation and full board in the conference hotel, the workshop dinner, proceedings, excursion and the transport by bus to and from Budapest-Balaton).
