The Spallation Neutron Source (SNS) Project at the Oak Ridge National Laboratory (ORNL) invites applications for Experimental Facilities Division Director.  The U.S. Department of Energy’s (DOE) Office of Science has funded the design and construction of the SNS, which will provide the most powerful next-generation short-pulse spallation neutron source in the world for neutron scattering and related research in broad areas of the physical, chemical, materials, biological, and medical sciences.  The SNS is a partnership among six DOE national laboratories (Argonne, Brookhaven, Jefferson, Lawrence Berkeley, Los Alamos, and Oak Ridge) and is scheduled for completion in 2006.
