The Intense Pulsed Neutron Source (IPNS) Division wishes to fill a post-doctoral position in diffuse scattering with the eventual goal of designing a dedicated diffuse scattering instrument for the Spallation Neutron Source.

The successful candidate will participate in investigations of short-range ordering phenomena in crystalline materials, such as CMR manganites and other transition metal oxides.  These will involve neutron experiments at IPNS and ISIS, as well as x-ray experiments at the Advanced Photon Source. A major part of the project involves the development of instrument concepts for future pulsed neutron sources and computational techniques for the analysis of single crystal diffuse scattering. Some experience in instrument development for x-ray/neutron scattering applications in condensed matter research is desirable.

Candidates must have received their Ph.D. not more than 3 years prior to the beginning of the appointment in a physical sciences discipline.  Postdoctoral positions at Argonne are for one year increments, renewable up to three years.
